Article 1. 
 The name of this organization is the INTERNATIONAL OFFICE OF CAMPA, Inc., 
initialized or abbreviated as IOC-CAMPA. 

 
Article 2. 
 The aims and purposes of the organization are to serve the best interests of the 
people of the late Kingdom of Campa who have been resettled in the United States of 
America and overseas, regardless of their ethnic orign and / or their religious inclinations or 
afficliations. Toward this end, the organization shall:  
– Promote unity through mutual assistance among its members;

– Support scientific research on their languages, customs, history, anthropoly, etc. – 

any work related to their peoples and traditions. 
 
Article 3. 
 The activities of IOC-CAMPA are mainly to develop social works for the benefit of 
its members, to organize cultural and artistic exhibitions related to the civilization of 
Campa, and to publish a bulletin of studies on Campa culture and traditions.
